Boundary delineation

Where appropriate, wooden stakes painted red and green can be installed at the base of the cliff to
matk the start and end of restricted areas.

The Access Fund can play a vital role in assisting resource managers with information and raising
awareness about species protection and open space use. Agencies should explore a joint approach to this
process.

KTTENTION ALL PARN USERS appropriate) managers will be implementing the most effective informational and educational program.
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Where climbers are new to an area and have difficulty orienting themselves with signage
based on guidebook descriptions.

Where climbers are using different editions of climbing guides which contain conflicting
information which corresponds to areas listed on signage.

Providing information on a national basis for out-of-state visitors

As the largest national climbing organization, the Access Fund aims to provide a centralized source
of information on all changes in access status to climbing areas. To accomplish this, it relies on
resource managers to update its office on an annual basis with any changes in climbing restrictions.
Managers should likewise report late introductions or early lifting of any restrictions. With this
